The Purpose of the Public Hearing was to finalize the Small Cities Block Grant by holding the
second Public Hearing. Mr. Toma went over the costs for the Grant. Funds will be used to
replace 19 grinder pumps, install one new grinder pump and other system improvements that will
reduce groundwater inflow/infiltration levels and improve system reliability.

The project budget is as follows:

Sewer System Improvements $507,000

Engineering 57,000

Program Delivery 15,000 RFQ process, Bidding
Administration 16,000 Actual work on Grant — SEQR, etc.
Total $595,000

Mr. Toma explained that if the Village were awarded the Grant it would mean the Village would
not have to borrow the money and accrue more loans or Bans. The Grant must be filed by April
24™ and the results will not be known until August or September. Mr. Toma then opened the
meeting to the public.

Mayor Heagle had several questions. Mr. Toma explained there is a process for selecting the
engineer and they could start that paper work this summer.

The Purpose of the Public Hearing was to present the budget for 2009-2010 to the public.

Mayor Heagle started the Power Point presentation with the General Budget and explained the
increases to the budget lines. He explained that they would need to replace 2 or all 3 of the
furnaces in the building this year. With the Chips budget they hope to re-pave Church Street
(only to the Fire Dept. road) and Mill Streets. Summer Recreation is still questionable but the
Village budgeted for it. He stated there were increases in salaries for the Planning Board, ZBA,
Treasurer, Clerk, Bruce Lewis and the Mayor. Mayor Heagle then explained that the Hoyt house
needs to be demolished but he does not want the Village residents to have to pay for the
demolition. He has the Attorney looking into it. He stated the Fire Department couldn’t burn the
house down. The Ban for the roof will remain due to the high interest rates and will be turned
into a Bond next year. The Mayor then explained the revenues and the Village tax fee for the
year.

Mayor Heagle then presented the Sewer Budget. He explained they added legal fees and that the
Bans will need renewal. He stated the Engineer fees are a “cushion” as most Engineer fees are
covered under the Grants and Loans if we are awarded any. The propane is a new item this year,
as they need to have heat in the shop at the plant. Equipment costs will help to cover buying a
new sludge pump. Mayor Heagle went over the Bans and Bonds for the WWTP. He then
explained the revenues and the sewer fee for 2009-2010, which had an increase of $5.40 or
$662.40 for the year.

The Mayor stated he hopes the Grants and Small Cities Block Grant come through as the sewer
fees keep continuing to increase. He then explained the issue with the school closing in
2010-2011 and how the rate will increase to $193.77 per quarter because the Village would loose
39.75 sewer units at the Parish Elementary. He stated he would be meeting with the school to try
to work something out.

Mayor Heagle then opened the meeting to the public.

Eleanor Kinney had a question on how the units are charged.
Mayor Heagle encouraged the residents to write to Senator Aubertine or Senator Townsend.
There was discussion on the debt service charge on vacant lots.

Meeting was adjourned at 7:55 PM.
